Only expecting the HBYS programs that are used 
currently to save patient data and to bill this data would 
not be sufficient for an administrator. HBYS software 
should collect the data it has obtain based on the 
hospital’s operation processes. Thus the data obtained 
can also be used as a process assessment tool.  



DSS?? 
 
The ability to evaluate from one central point, all 
of the processes from the patient’s entry to the 
hospital until their exit, the personnel, medicine, 
laboratories and other similar processes that play 
a role and sub-role in the patient’s treatment. 



During this evaluation the HBYS program must be 
able to give the lists, calculations and all the data 
that is required for the analyses within the 
desired time frame, in the desired order and by 
doing the preset calculations in the fastest 
possible way.  



A series of time analyses is done for each main 
criteria for a time frame between two dates 
specified by the manager and/or at periodic 
intervals. While doing this analysis it has been 
taken into account that there is no one relative 
variable that affects the decision and that the 
trend may be not just a line but a curve as well. 
 



In order for the administrator to monitor the 
other sub-processes in the patient and patient 
processes on the DSS system polyclinics, 
emergency services, clinics supplied with beds, 
intensive care, day clinics, operations, cost 
analyses, laboratories, radiology, pathology, 
inventory, performance and personnel data 
monitoring have been determined as the 
required main criteria. 





While obtaining this data the administrator can 
not only see all of the hospital departments 
based on detail but can also group them as they 
wish, examine them based on main groups and 
use modules formed by concentric reports to 
compare main departments or clinics with 
eachother or with their past history. 
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
