BACKGROUND TO THE SURVEY

The Ibn Sina Programme for OIC Health Capacity Building includes a Survey Project that is investigating issues associated with healthcare facilities, construction/procurement and management. The Ibn Sina Programme comes out as one of the areas of the health capacity building Programme as it was welcomed by the 2nd Islamic Conference of Health Ministers held in Tehran, Iran, during the period 1-4 March 2009.
AIMS OF THE SURVEY

This survey is designed to:

1.   Identify the perceptions of “capacity building” held by the Ministries of Health primarily and other health facilities (i.e. hospitals, primary health care centres, small clinics, and other such establishments);
2.   Examine the way people in the field become informed about “capacity building” resources that they find useful;

3.   Provide knowledge of the importance of “capacity building” as an emerging theme for research development;
4.   Test the use of new survey tools and methods in stimulating health industry interest in OIC projects.

5.    Use the results of the surveys 

a) to enhance cooperation and collaboration among OIC Member Countries.

b) to organise training courses, workshops and seminars.
c) to develop joint projects, programmes and initiatives. 

SURVEY METHODOLOGY

This is a qualitative semi-structured snapshot attitudinal survey which seeks to collect as wide a range of current situations, views and opinions as possible. An individual self-completion questionnaire is e-mailed to potential respondents. Although participation is voluntary, the strength of the results and future policy outcomes would highly depend on this participation. 

ANALYSIS OF DATA

SESRIC will collate the responses and summarise the results.  The survey will be thematically analysed to identify each OIC member country`s knowledge and understanding of the concepts associated with “capacity building” in the health sector.
