Electricity
The electric current in izmir is 220 Volt, 50 Hz. Two-pin round plugs are used.

Weather

The climate of Izmir during summer can be easily characterized by its lengthy and
sunny months. During June, temperatures in Izmir regularly exceed 30°C/86°F and
can often top 35°C/95°F. However, the added humidity levels can make the climate
feel even hotter.

Currency Exchange

The currency used in Turkey is ‘Turkish Lira’. Convertible foreign country
currency can be exchanged at the airport, hotels, exchange offices and at all banks
In accordance with the current exchange rates announced daily. International credit
cards are widely used.

Banks

Working hours for most of the banks are from Monday to Friday, 08:30 - 16:30.
They are closed at weekends and at public holidays.

International Driving Licenses are recognized throughout Turkey. Car Rental
Companies ask for a valid driving license.
